             Frequently we hear merchants say that their budget doesn’ t 
allow them to advertise in the local paper.  
             “ I just can’ t afford to advertise”  is a common refrain. But while 
this may sound like good business, it is a false economy.  It may be the 
most potentially damaging mistake a business owner can make. 
             Here’s why: 
             Advertising in the local paper reaches a very select, one might 
almost say, ‘elite’  audience. Unlike advertising in a daily newspaper 
that reaches thousands of people outside of this area, The Roadrunner 
is very narrowly targeted. Everyone who opens its pages has an 
interest, maybe even a vital interest in the community of Valley Center. 
             You can’ t say the same for radio or television. You pay a huge 
premium to advertise with them, and only a tiny percent of those who 
see the ad will actually be the customers that you are looking for.

             Just as you pay the rent, keep your inventory up to date, write 
checks for the phone and electricity, you should begin to look on 
advertising as the life’s blood of your business. It is one of the few 
guaranteed methods of growing your customer base.
