Put Toxic Waste In Its Place! Household hazardous
waste should NEVER be thrown into the trash or poured
down the sink or storm drains. Improper disposal may injure
refuse workers, pollute ground water, waterways, and our
oceans, potentially destroying marine life. For these reasons
improper disposal is illegal. This collection event is a
community service funded by the County of San Diego,
Department of Environmental Health.

Leave products in the original container, if possible, make
sure the lids are on tight so it will not leak. Transport
containers in the trunk or in the back of the vehicle away
from passengers and pets. Do not transport more than 15
galons or 125 pounds at one time. Containers used for
transport must be no larger than a 5-gallon bucket.
