According to marketing guru Dan Kennedy, 
"What others say about you and your product, service, or business is at 
least 1000% more convincing than what you say, even if you are 
1000% more eloquent."

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Annuities and Trusts  
Do Not Always Play Well Together  

 
      Annuities come in many shapes and sizes.  They can 
often pay a vital role in estate planning.  Annuities have 
come under fire because of aggressive sales tactics by some 
advisers. This column does not deal with those  annuities. 
The annuity can create problems in estate planning when 
the annuity sales person does not review the income and 
estate tax consequences with the annuitant. 
      When the settlor  (Trustor or Grantor - all different 
names for the persons who establish the trust) assumes the 
value of the annuity is part of the trust.  The settlor may try 
to distribute money in the annuity to beneficiaries other 
than the beneficiary named in the annuity.  As an example 
take an annuity which  has an initial  value of $200,000.00 
and the Settlor expects to distribute the $200,000.00 to a 
number of beneficiaries.  If one of the beneficiaries is 
named as the beneficiary of the annuity, the named 
beneficiary will receive the full amount of the annuity. The 
remaining beneficiaries will not receive any money from 
the annuity.  The attorney can often fix the problem if the 
annuity is part of a husband-wife estate and the surviving 
spouse is the beneficiary.  The surviving spouse can then 
make adjustments to the trust after receiving the proceeds.  
      Another problem is an income tax problem.  If the 
annuitant does not draw the annual income from the 
annuity, the income tax liability builds up in the annuity.  
When the beneficiary receives the proceeds - either directly 
or through the trust, the beneficiary receives the 
accumulated tax liability.  
      The proceeds of the annuity become part of the estate 
tax liability.  In high net worth estates,  the combined tax 
liability can approach 85% of the proceeds of the annuity.  
The beneficiary may receive $150,000.00 from a million 
dollar annuity.  The owner of the annuity did not expect 
such a result. If you have an annuity or plan to purchase an 
annuity, please review the annuity with your financial 
adviser and your estate planning attorney.

The sites encourage people to share air 
conditioning during the heat of the day, lowering 
individual usage and helping to conserve energy for the 
whole community.  
Locally the Valley Center  County L ibrary at 29200 
Cole Grade Rd has been designated as a Cool Zone.  
The County©s Aging & Independence Services is 
coordinating this special effort. For more information 
phone 800-510-2020. 
 
Cool Zone sites, mostly located in the hottest areas of 
the county, help older adults and others keep cool and 
save energy costs. But there are other things people can 
do to beat the heat: 
· Slow down. Be your most physically active during 

the coolest part of the day, usually between 4-7 a.m. 
· Stay indoors as much as possible. If air 

conditioning is not being used, stay on the lowest 
floor. Keep shades down and blinds closed, but 
windows slightly open. 

· Electric fans do not cool the air, but they do help 
sweat evaporate, which cools your body. 

· Take cool baths or showers. 
· Avoid using the oven. 
· Wear lightweight, loose-fitting, light-colored 

clothing. Light colors will reflect away some of the 
sun©s heat. 

· Air out hot cars before getting into them. 
· Drink more fluids than usual even if you do not feel 

thirsty. 
· Water is the safest liquid to drink during heat 

emergencies. Avoid drinks with alcohol or caffeine; 
they make the heat©s effects on your body worse. 

· Eat small meals and eat more often. Avoid foods 
that are high in protein, which increases metabolic 
heat. 

· Avoid using salt tablets unless directed to do so by 
a physician. 

· If you take diuretics, ask your physician about a 
lower dosage during hot weather.  

· If it is safe to do so, leave windows open at night. 
Open windows on two sides to create cross 
ventilation. 

· Place a piece of cardboard covered with aluminum 
foil in sunny windows to reflect sunlight and heat 
away from the house.  

· Vacuum, clean or replace air filters regularly for 
maximum cooling efficiency.  

· If affordable, install outdoor awnings or sunscreens.
