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How’s Your Image? 
 

Go to any business seminar or training session, and one 
of the first things they’ ll tell you is that when 
encountering potential new customers for your business, 
the first impression you make is vital.  They’ ll also tell 
you that you have about 30 seconds to make that 
impression (or less!) – so what you do in that short time 
needs to be good if you want a new customer.  That’s one 
reason small businesses spend time practicing 30-second 
pitches, and working on quick, concise ways to explain 
their business and products. 
 
That’s excellent advice, but as business owners we often 
neglect to apply it in all aspects of our business.  We live 
in a very visually-oriented world, and we do business not 
just with clients that we meet in person but those who 
find our web site or see an advertisement.  The same 
concepts that apply to face-to-face dealings with 
customers apply to all the ways we use to get our 
business noticed:  we’ve got a very short time to make a 
positive impression on potential customers, and get them 
thinking about us as someone they want to do business 
with. 
 
It’ s nearly impossible to be in business today without 
having a web site, and a well-managed web site can be a 
great source of new customers and sales.  Unfortunately, 
it can also keep people from coming to you as a customer 
if it gives a bad impression.  The same goes for 
advertising materials we send out – brochures, ads in 
newspapers and magazines, even our business cards – 
they can either project a positive image of your business 
or a negative one.  Have you taken the time to look -- 
“ really”  look – at the image you’ re presenting to your 
potential customers? 
 
Big companies spend millions on advertising.  They 
know that their advertising defines the way the public 
sees their business and products, and that the right theme 
and image – no matter what it costs to produce – will be 
returned many times over in sales.  As small businesses 
we don’ t have the same kind of budgets those big 
companies do, but we can still use their ideas and 
methods to present a unified, positive them for  
ourselves and our business.

Here are some things to think about to help improve the 
image you present to the world:�
· Does your business image have a specific goal in 

mind?  What are you trying to tell people about your 
business? 

· Do all of your materials – advertising, business 
cards, web site – have a similar look that quickly 
separates your business from any others?  Consistent 
color schemes, logos, quality of photos, and product 
descriptions all go a long way towards identifying 
your specific business quickly in consumers’  minds. 

· Are the image materials you use professional 
quality?  It may be cheaper to take quick shots of 
your products on your porch with a small digicam, 
but what will customers think of your products if the 
images of them are poor-quality? 

· Is your web site cluttered, hard to navigate, or 
confusing?  Is important information easy to find or 
buried multiple pages down?  Just as with a face-to-
face meeting, you need to make a positive impression 
right away with web visitors, or they’ ll click 
somewhere else. 

 
If you have skills in writing, editing, web site design, 
photography, graphic design, and other image-related 
fields, it might make sense for you to do all of those 
things yourself – it can keep costs down.  But if you’d 
rather be running your business, it makes sense to consult 
with professionals in those fields to help you define, 
unify, and present your image to the world. 
 
While you probably won’ t spend as much as a large 
company will on such things, you will find that investing 
in professional design and photography will indeed be 
paid back with increased sales, and a more positive 
response from your customers.  The first impression you 
give to customers matters – make it a professional, 
positive impression to help grow your business.

The ADA is a worthwhile law that 
addresses, among other things, access to your business 
by people with disabilities, particularly those in wheelchairs. 
 
Businesses in Valley Center have been hit with lawsuits under the Act. The 
result in most cases is the requirement to make your business ADA compliant 
and a settlement with the attorney who has brought the suit. If you have been 
sued under the ADA, please contact the Chamber office or me. It appears at 
this time that there is little that we can do individually or as a group other 
than comply and settle the lawsuits, but I want the Chamber to be a resource 
for you in this matter.
